Like many refugees from Afghanistan, one family arrived in Fremont, Calif., with little more than the clothes on their back. Their apartment had nothing – no furniture, no dishes, no towels. CBF field personnel Lita and Rick Sample asked a local church to host a Christmas party and donate much-needed household items. During the party someone read about the birth of Jesus and gave the Afghan family a New Testament. The father read 10 chapters every night. Soon he asked for the entire Bible. From Christmas to Valentine’s Day the family read the Bible through two times and let Rick know they were ready to become followers of Christ. God used a church and field personnel to help share the Gospel. This is happening around the world as churches partner with CBF field personnel to change lives. Before Mustafa arrived in America, his brother was kidnapped by the Taliban and imprisoned. His father was murdered, and the family survived a refugee camp in Pakistan. Learning English and adjusting to America was hard, but CBF field personnel Lita and Rick Sample made the transition easier They befriended, loved and helped the family with everything from getting furniture to filing immigration papers. Later, Lita and Rick were able to share the Gospel, and Mustafa chose to follow Christ. “Christianity is not just for Westerners. It is for my people, too,” Mustafa said.
